FORM A SPECIAL MEANING.

DEPICTIVE OF AN EROS  SITUATION YET WITH POTENTIAL 
AGAPE  APPLICATIONS.    
 
EROS AND AGAPE BEING TWO OF THE GREEK WORDS FOR 
LOVE;  
 
EROS DEFINED AS REPRESENTING LOVE BASED UPON 
PHYSICAL ATTRACTION AND AGAPE DEFINED AS LOVE OF A 
DIVINE ORIGIN.                                  
 
OUR MESSAGE TONIGHT EXAMINES THE LYRICS OF THIS SONG 
AS THEY RELATE TO OUR SCRIPTURE AND TO EACH OF US.   
 
AS WE FOCUS UPON THE FACTS SURROUNDING OUR 
SCRIPTURE AND THE STORY IT REFERENCES, WE    WILL 
NOTE SOME INTERESTING COMPARISONS IN THE CHURCH 
TODAY.   
 
TOGETHER WE WILL TAKE AN IN DEPTH LOOK AT LOVE.  
WE WILL DEFINE IT, LEARN TO IDENTIFY IT, SEPARATE IT 
BY TYPE AND FINALLY DETERMINE HOW WE CAN

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TO BE WITHOUT A LOVE YOU CAN CALL YOUR OWN CAN 
BE A LONELY SITUATION.   
 
AT ONE POINT OR ANOTHER WE HAVE ALL BEEN WITHOUT 
A HUMANISTIC LOVE RELATIONSHIP OF OUR OWN.   
 
SOME OF US THOUGHT WE HAD A LOVE OF OUR OWN ONLY 
TO FIND OUT LATER WE WERE REALLY SHARING IT, AND 
MAYBE WHAT WE HAD REALLY WASN'T LOVE AT ALL.   
 
WE MAY DIFFER IN HOW WE DEALT WITH IT OR HOW WE 
REMEDIED THE SITUATION, BUT MANY OF US HAVE FACED 
IT.    
 
THERE ARE THOSE TODAY WHO ARE YET LIVING AS THE 
SAMARITAN WOMAN, AND THINK THEY ARE IN FINE 
SHAPE.   
 
ALL THESE WOMEN ARE NOT FOUND IN THE RED LIGHT 
DISTRICT, SOME ARE FOUND IN THE CHURCH.   
 
THIS SAME CONDITION EXISTS TODAY FOR SOME OF OUR 
BRETHREN AS WELL.  
 
 
THEY COPE WITH LONELINESS BY GOING AFTER SOMEONE 
WHO IS ALREADY INVOLVED WITH SOMEONE ELSE. 
 
JESUS HAVING A NEED TO GO THROUGH SAMARIA AND AT 
THE SAME HOUR THIS WOMAN HAVING A NEED TO GO 
DRAW WATER,   
 
NOW THIS WAS AN ODD HOUR OF THE DAY.   
 
SO THEY MET THERE AT THE WELL AND JESUS 
BROUGHT THE WOMAN SHARPLY UP AGAINST THE 
FACTS OF HER OWN LIFE,       
    
FACTS WHICH MIGHT  HAVE TOLD HER THAT IN ORDER TO 
MOVE AHEAD AND IMPROVE IN LIFE, SOMETHING MORE IS 
NEEDED THAN A MERE CHANGE IN CIRCUMSTANCES OR IN 
ENVIRONMENT.   
 
GO CALL YOUR HUSBAND, AND COME HERE.   
 
SHE HESITATED, BUT ANSWERED HONESTLY ENOUGH, SO 
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FAR AS IT WAS.   
 
BUT WHEN CHRIST PRESSED HER FURTHER, SHE FEELING 
THAT THINGS WERE GROWING MUCH TOO SEARCHING 
AND UNCOMFORTABLE TRIED CLEVERLY TO EVADE THE 
QUESTION BY STARTING A DISCUSSION ABOUT SECTS AND 
RELIGIONS -- HERS AND HIS.
